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Nammos Beach Club at the Karma Kandara
Infused alcohol, flavoured ice cubes and 
home-churned gelato are the house signatures 
at Kudeta, one of Bali’s most famous bars. 
The Kuve Margarita (US$13) is a top favorite 
mix of gold tequila shaken with lemon sorbet. 
Kudeta’s Sangria jugs (US$56) are served 
pitcher-style with your choice of white or red 
wine mixed with fresh lemon, lime, orange, 
cinnamon sticks and club soda, poured over 
their homemade apple-flavoured ice cubes.

Potato Head is the latest gem of Seminyak 
beach, with its stylish interiors and unique 
cocktails menu. Try the house special, the 
‘Kookaburra’ (US$13) which is a combination 
of Potato Head’s exciting lemongrass gin 
and home-made vanilla sugar mixed with 
mouth-watering mint leaves and fresh lime. 
All cocktails are layered with the house’s 
magical passion fruit and vanilla foam.

Nestled in Bali’s chic New Kuta Beach district 
is the stylish Klapa lounge. The Black Label 
range (US$12) includes the ‘Black Label 
Insider’ which is a combination of Johnnie 
Walker Black Label, sweet vermouth and 
dry vermouth served on the rocks,  and 
the ‘Black Label Blaze’ which has vodka
